officlals. He was also in contact with vislting dignitaries from
the State of Israel. Peinberg was later President of Israel S?eaks,
Inc., publishers of the bimonthly publication, "Israel Speaks," In
1952, in a letter to Feinberg, Israel Speaks, Inc., was directed by
the Foreign Agents Registration Section of the Department of Justice
to register under the terms of the Forelgn Reglstration Act of 1938.
In his contacts with officlals of the Israeli Government in the
United States, Felnberg was reported by highly confidentlal sources
to be in contact with individuals known to be active in the Israell
Intelligence Service.

Felnberg 1s known to have had personal interviews with
former President Truman and was a former chairman of a Democratic
Party committee in New York City. He was a frequent visitor of
David K, Niles, Adminlstrative Assistant to the former President
and was reported to have been very close to former Postmaster
General and Chairman of the National Demosratic Party Bob EHannegan.
Feinberg is known to have besen in touch with many other United
States Government and former Government officials, including former
Secretary of Defense Louls Johnson. There is no indication of
o nbacts between Feilnberg and officials in the present Administration
contained in Buflles; however, Feinberg reportedly still maintains
contact with the Israeli IEmbassy. (100-390666)

INVOLVEMENT IN BUREAU CASES

Felnberg was the subject of a Selective Service investi-
gation in 194l and 1945 when it was alleged he had illegally
obtalned an occupational deferment. Prosecution was declined by
the United States Attorney in this matter in view of Felnberg!s age
and the probabllity that he would have been legitimately deferred
because of his age and family., (25-267851)

‘ In November, 1948, an indictment was returned in Miami,
Florida, charging nine individuals with conspiracy to violate the
Neutrality Act based on evidence that attempts were made to transport
alrplanes illegally from the Unlted States to Israel when the latter
country was at war with the Arab Nations. Among those indicted were
Adolf Schwimmer and Irving Schindler. It was reported that the
Israell Governmnt was fearful that prosscution of Schwimmer and
Schindler would result in publicity unfavorable to Israel and
recommended that the Israell Ambassador sesk the assistance of
Abraham Feinberg to intercede with U.S. Government officials in
connectlion with these cases. Several of the subjects in this cass,
including Schwimmer; were later found guilty of conspiracy to violate
the Neutrality Act ami Export Control Laws and were fined. (2-875)

Feinberg was very closely assoclated wilth David Wahl
for a number of years, Wahl having been the Executive Director of
Israel Speaks, Inc., in New York City. Wahl formerly investigatied
under Hatch Act in 1942 and in late 1940%s was involved in the
Nathan Gregory Silvermaster case wherein information was developed
thay Wahl was in contact and friendly with several subjects of that
case as well as foreign diplomats and persons sympathetlc to the
communist cause. WNo informatlon developed, however, which indicated
Wahl involved in espionage activities., Wahl became active in affairs
of Israel aid was investigated due %o contacts with Israsli intelli=
gence sgents. This investigation closed in October, 195L, because
no evidence developed that he was involved in Israeli intelligence.
Wahl reportedly left the United States in 1956 and is presently
residing in Israel. (1l0l=2261~2l13,263)

correspondence from 35 Elmsmere Road, Mount Vernon, New York (the
address of Abraham Feinberg), once in.l9l49 and once in April, 1950,

REPORTED CONTACT WITH McCARTHY COMMITTEE

- No information could be located.in Bufiles indlcating any
contact between Feinberg and the McCarthy Committee or interest in
the affairs of the Kayser Company by the Committee. Variatlons of
the name Feinberg were searched for possible reference in the
McCarthy hearings file (62~98810) with negative results.

OBSERVATION:

In connection with discussing this matter with Sokolsky and
] Janswering his inguiry, it is to be noted that the files do not indicate
any membership or association on the part of Feinberg wlth the Communist
Party or any indication of communist activities. Likewlse, no
indication was found that either Feinberg or the Kayser Company was
involved in the McCarthy Committee hearings. The review does indicate
that Felnberg has been active in behalf of Israsl.

RECOMME NDATION 2

That this memorandum be referred %o Mr. MeGuire for .
congideration as to what information should be furnished %o Sokolsky.
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
